The Amber Equity fund (AEF) was launched in October 2013 with the objective of achieving consistent absolute returns on its assets. AEF uses a
fundamental value and bottom-up approach and invests primarily in European equities, with a focus on lItalian investments, mainly through cash
equities and/or financial derivative instruments, with the remainder in instruments for hedging purposes. The investment strategies employed may
encompass, among other things, any or all the following strategies: directional long/short positions with or without a catalyst; long/short equity pairs
with or without a catalyst; capital structure arbitrage; risk arbitrage; share class arbitrage; company holding discounts; and relative- and fundamental-
value.

Since AEF’s launch, the team has sought to achieve the UCITS’s risk/return objectives by running a balanced and diversified long/short portfolio
with limited net and gross exposures.

During the year of July 01, 2024 to June 30, 2025, AEF returned +19.64% (net of fees) for the Class A-EUR shares.

The second half of 2024 was marked by high volatility in global equity markets, with many macroeconomic events and political instability. Investors
began positioning for a potential second Trump mandate and a Republican sweep, which weighted on European equities due to concerns about
higher tariffs and the risk of increased inflation stemming from aggressive fiscal spending. At the same time, slower economic recovery and
predominant political uncertainties, with the French government falling in December because of a vote of no confidence by the Parliament and snap
elections triggered in Germany favored an astonishing de-rating of Europe versus the U.S. toward the end of the year. Geopolitical developments,
particularly in the Middle East and Ukraine, also played a pivotal role in shaping investors positioning. Overall global equity markets delivered mixed
but positive performance in 2024, with the European market underperforming compared to the U.S. The Euro Stoxx Index (SX5E) posted a +11.90%
total return YtD, the FTSE MIB Index posted a +18.93% total return YtD, while the S&P 500 Index (SPX) posted a +25.00% total return YtD. In
Italy, mid and small cap equities showed modest but positive performance in the second half of 2024, though they continued to underperform large
caps on a year-to-date basis. The FTSE ltalia Mid Cap Index (ITMC) posted a +10.89% total return YtD and the FTSE ltalia Small Cap Index
(FITSC) posted a +2.15% total return YtD.

In Q3 2024 we maintained a cautious approach and maintained Amber Equity Fund’s net and gross exposure at a lower level compared to the
beginning of the year, given our expectations for a period of heightened volatility and uncertainties related to a deteriorating economic environment,
evidenced in sectors like automotive, consumer discretionary and commodities, and to the unknown pace of monetary loosening by central banks.
During the period, we made minor adjustments to our portfolio keeping limited exposure to cyclical sectors outweighing defensive sectors and long-
duration assets such as towers and utilities. The AEF portfolio delivered a net performance of +1.05% in the third quarter of the year. The portfolio
benefited from our defensive stance and a positive performance of some holdings, such as Inwit (INW), Cellnex (CLNX), Telecom ltalia (TIT —
TITR), FILA and Rai Way (RWAY).

During Q4 2024, the AEF portfolio delivered a positive net performance of +2.64%, thanks to the positive contribution of some of our core positions,
such as Edison (ENDR), Lottomatica (LTMC) and FILA. Italian equities exhibited strong performance in December, with the small-caps stocks
seeing renewed investor interest after month of liquidity challenges and underperformance. Overall, the AEF sub-fund closed 2024 with a solid
performance of +12.97%, a success which was largely attributed to the strong results of several bottom-up ideas within the Italian small-cap
universe, including IEG, Antares Vision (AV) and Lottomatica (LTMC). Furthermore, our strategic exposure to companies in the financial sector,
such as Banca Monte Dei Paschi di Siena (BMPS) and Unipol (UNI) provided additional support to the portfolio’s overall performance.

The first quarter of 2025 was marked by significant shifts in global equity markets, with Europe and the U.S. showing periods of both divergence
and convergence. Investors made a tactical shift in their allocations, reducing exposure to U.S. technology stocks in favor of European equities,
while inflation data continued to trend downward reinforcing expectations of looser monetary conditions in Europe. The European Central Bank
(ECB) continued its monetary policy easing started in June 2024, delivering a 25-basis-point rate cut to 2.75% at its January meeting, while signaling
further easing ahead. Increased prospects for a peace agreement between Russia and Ukraine, as well as rising defense and fiscal spending in
the region, also contributed to the positive performance of European equities in January and February, while concerns over a potential trade war,
caused by announced new U.S. tariffs on trading partners, and its implication for economic growth led investors to reduce exposure amid growing
uncertainty, leading all major market indexes to end March firmly in negative territory. As of 31 March 2025, the FTSE MIB Index (FTSEMIB) posted
a +11.82% total return YtD, the Euro Stoxx 50 Index (SX5E) posted a +7.67% total return YtD and the MSCI Europe Index (MXEU) posted a +6.07%
total return YtD, while the S&P 500 Index (SPX) posted a -4.28% total return YtD.

During the second quarter of the year, despite increasing geopolitical tensions and tariff-related volatility, global equity markets posted strong gains,
with the S&P 500 Index (SPX) posting a +10.94% total return in the quarter, the FTSE MIB Index (FTSEMIB) +7.65%, the Euro Stoxx 50 Index
(SX5E) +3.16% and the MSCI Europe Index (MXEU) +2.85%. Global tariffs announced by the U.S. administration on April 2™ prompted swift
retaliation from trading partners, particularly China, which imposed retaliatory tariffs almost immediately. However, after an increase in volatility, a
downturn in global equity markets and disruptions in the U.S. bond market, the U.S. administration announced pauses and issued reassuring
messages about future negotiations, leading to a V-shaped recovery in May, also driven by cooler-than-expected inflation prints. June saw a partial
reversal in recent trends, with European equities underperforming the U.S. and most European indices ending the month slightly down or broadly
flat, while the U.S. market posted strong gains, driven by renewed investor interest in large-cap tech after several months of outflows. Global equity
news flow remained dominated by familiar themes: trade tariffs, geopolitical tensions, increased defense spending in Europe, and potential
monetary policy moves by the Fed.

The ECB cut rates twice, in April and June, bringing the deposit rate to 2.0% and supporting equity valuations.

In Q1 2025 the AEF portfolio delivered a net positive performance of +5.76%, mainly thanks to investments in Lottomatica (LTMC), Iveco (IVG) and
Banca Popolare di Sondrio (BPSO). Lottomatica (LTMC) delivered a very strong performance in the first quarter of the year, with the stock rising
by +44.94%. One of the main catalysts was Apollo's placement in January, through Gamma Intermediate, of a 9.5% stake at a price of €12.50 per
share, reducing its ownership to approximately 42% of the share capital. The placement was highly successful in terms of book building, with the
stock trading above the offer price within just a few days. Additionally, the sale was significant from a sentiment perspective, as Apollo finally

crossed the 50% threshold, increasing investor confidence in a further reduction of the overhang discount. Indeed, in March 2025 Gamma
Intermediate sold an additional 10.3% stake, reducing its holding significantly. Banca Popolare di Sondrio, delivered a +36.61% performance in Q1
2025, following the release of fiscal year 2024 results which were very positive, and the announcement by BPER of a voluntary tender offer, fully
in shares, for an overall consideration of approximately EUR 4.3 billion. The offer took place between June and July 2025.

During Q2 2025, we took advantage of the market rally to reduce the AEF’s net exposure, as many of our long positions performed very well year
to date and approached what we consider to be their fair value. The AEF portfolio posted a net positive performance of +9.07% in the quarter,
thanks to the investment in Do Value (DOV IM) and to several catalyst-driven positions such as Lottomatica (LTMC), Louis Hachette (ALHG) and
Edison (EDNR). Lottomatica (LTMC) delivered once again a very strong performance, with the stock rising +28.23% in the quarter (+85.86% YtD),
driven by better-than-expected economic and financial results and by Apollo’s exit from its investment in Lottomatica in June, with the sale of its
remaining 21.3% stake via another successful accelerated bookbuilding transaction.

During the year we initiated a new position in Italian small-cap Tinexta (TNXT), which operates across three business lines: Digital Trust (InfoCert),
Business Innovation and Cybersecurity. The stock has experienced a sharp decline over the past year, largely due to poor capital allocation,
particularly value destructive M&A activity in the Business Innovation division, which led to multiple guidance cuts in 2024 and a rise in leverage,
ending 2024 with a net debt/EBITDA ratio of 3x. Following press reports that have suggested private equity interest in acquiring Tinexta, while the
stock has incorporated a modest speculative premium, we see room for further upside, even without a formal transaction. Although the company’s
shareholder structure may complicate any potential deal, we believe it remains undervalued as a whole, and a break-up scenario could unlock
significant value.

We remain vigilant on the macro backdrop and continue to look for new opportunities, as we believe a more cautious and patient approach is
warranted in the current environment. Though in our opinion valuations overall are less compelling, and the risk reward profile has deteriorated
compared to earlier in the year, we remain actively focused on identifying new opportunities, especially those less sensitive to macro swings,
supported by clear catalysts, and offering attractive valuations. We continue to have high conviction in our core portfolio holdings, which meet our
key criteria of near-term catalysts, downside protection through valuation, and high-quality underlying assets, as well as in other investments in the
portfolio that still offer significant valuation upside and could outperform over the coming months as they catch up with the broader rally in large-
cap equities.

FODC's portfolio was invested in 125 CLO positions at the end of Jun-25 (compared to 107 in Jun-24), with exposure to over 800 bank loan issuers*

The trailing twelve-month default rate of the European Leveraged Loan Index decreased from 1.29% in Jun-24 to 0.71% in Jun-25. The European
loan distress ratio (loans trading below 80c) increased from 3.06% at the end of Jun-24 to 3.24% in Jun-25. The loan default rate in the US increased

from 0.92% in Jun-24 to 1.11% in Jun-25, while the US loan distress ratio decreased from 5.64% at the end of Jun-24 to 5.13% in Jun-25.°

As at 30-Jun-25, FODC had exposure to over 800 bank loan borrowers across 125 CLO positions managed by 37 managers (Figure 2), offering a
diversified and defensive strategy. Each CLO portfolio, managed by a specialist CLO manager, is initially reviewed and subsequently monitored by
Fair Oaks as portfolios will evolve over time as bank loans are repaid or sold and capital is reinvested.

Moreover, a robust volume of “amend and extend” transactions has reduced short-term maturities. 2026 and 2027 European loan maturities have
fallen by 87% and 52% respectively since H1-24.

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Fair Oaks continues to believe that rated CLO notes are an effective way to invest in portfolios of high-quality senior secured loans. Fair Oaks
believes that investment-grade CLO notes offer attractive relative value when compared with other similarly-rated fixed income assets. In addition
to the loan quality constraints included in CLO documentation, CLO debt investors benefit from subordination of lower-rated CLO notes and CLO

equity.

European BBB and BB rated CLO notes are currently trading at or near long-term historical averages (Figure 16 and Figure 17). Given their
fundamental resilience under extreme stress scenarios, we believe they represent a compelling opportunity to take advantage of an attractive yield
to maturity and any potential spread tightening going forwards. Should the trend of CLO amortisations and CLO AAA spread tightening continue,
the number of CLO refi/resets is expected to increase. As CLOs are called or refied/reset, investors are repaid at par, thereby immediately realizing

any discount to par.

The investment policy of the Fund was amended in September 2024 to only permit investment in CLO securities rated AAA. As a result, the Fund

Fair Oaks continues to believe that rated CLO notes are an effective way to invest in portfolios of high-quality senior secured loans. Fair Oaks
believes that investment grade CLO notes offer attractive relative value when compared with other comparatively-rated fixed-income assets. In
addition to the loan quality constraints included in CLO documentation, CLO debt investors also benefit from subordination of lower-rated CLO
notes and CLO equity.

Traditional buyer bases continue to demonstrate robust interest in AAA-rated CLO investments, supported by strong structural protections and
compelling relative value compared to other investment-grade securities. The global CLO market has grown from roughly $1.21 trillion in H1-24 to
about $1.34 trillion in H1-25, and it's expected to continue expanding in this manner, driven by increased annuity purchases and investors seeking
yield-enhanced assets with low regulatory capital requirements? Additionally, despite recent volatility due to macroeconomic uncertainties such as
tariff disruptions, CLO market technicals remain supportive, with high ETF inflows and stable demand from domestic and international investors.
CLO AAA spreads remain attractive by historical standards (Figure 10), reinforcing their appeal as defensive, yield-generating assets in a volatile
environment.

MONTHLY PORTFOLIO COMMENTARIES

July 2024

After strong gains in the first half of 2024 our World Stars Global Equity fund consolidated in July. Corporate news flow has been very active through
the Q2 results season and the large majority of our companies have either maintained their full year earnings guidance, or slightly raised it.
Performance has broadened across the portfolio. Within the top ten performers, six were in healthcare, two in technology and two in industrials.
There was little change in the macroeconomic picture with CPI at ~3% in most major economies and slowly falling, and labor markets easing overall
but with mixed data points. In the US, Q2 GDP rose by 2.8%, driven by robust consumer spending. The US Fed has raised expectations of a 1st
rate cut in September with Jerome Powell noting broad progress on curbing inflation. RTX (+17%) reported 10% organic revenue growth in Q2, a
120bps increase in the segment EBIT margin to 12.1% and raised its full year guidance. Across the business, commercial ‘aftermarket’ revenues
grew by 14% with new equipment up 19%, and with significant new orders in Raytheon defence. In healthcare & life sciences, both Roche (+14%)
and Thermofisher (+11%) delivered faster underlying growth, now more evident absent Covid-related comparisons, and an improved outlook in
their key end markets. Roche now has a tighter focus on extracting value from its extensive pipeline and more clinical read-outs are expected
through 2024-25.

August 2024

Our World Stars Global Equity fund delivered resilient performance during a volatile month. The quality of our companies was epitomised by their
Q2 results: across the 29 stocks, market estimates for 23 have either been maintained or raised for the next full year. The bout of volatility was
driven by macro-economics. A shift in monetary policy by the Bank of Japan triggered an unwinding of the yen/USD carry trade. Mixed US economic
news included strong July retail sales and a comment from the US Fed that “the time has come for policy to adjust”. The market now expects a first
cut in US rates this month, with several further reductions. Meta (+10%) reported 22% revenue growth in Q2 with an EBIT margin of 38%. Ad
impressions rose by 10% with a 10% increase in the average price per ad. Enhanced by Al, improved conversion rates on advertising is stimulating
demand from advertisers. Meanwhile Meta’s ‘daily active people’ across its Family of Apps rose to 3.27bn, +7% year-on-year. Consumer stocks
represented three of our top ten in August. Valuations of many consumer companies have fallen to multi-year relative lows this year due to pressures
on consumers and tough trading comparisons. Both should ease over the next 12-18 months, which should help to refocus the market on longer-
term secular growth drivers and low valuations in categories like spirits and luxury goods.

September 2024

Our World Stars Global Equity fund continued to perform strongly in September. Performance was led by our consumer companies which accounted
for four of the top ten. Valuations of these stocks have started to recover from multi-year lows driven by a view that pressures on consumers will
ease significantly over the next 12-18 months and that long-term secular drivers remain intact. It was a significant month for macro news flow.
Headline CPI fell to close to 2% in Europe and the US, albeit with continuing pressures in services and shelter respectively. The US Fed cut rates
by 50bps, its first reduction since March 2020, and the ECB cut by a further 25bps. In China, the PBoC announced a material stimulus package
designed to support growth and deliver a modest rise in prices. CPI in China has averaged below 0.5% since Q2 2023. Meta (+10%) was again
the top performer. The business has multiple growth levers, exemplified by the recent renewal of the partnership with EssilorLuxottica for their Ray-
Ban Meta smart glasses. Stocks with a significant exposure to China received a material boost from the stimulus announcement, notably LVMH
which rose 19% on the news. Otis (+10%) should benefit from a potential stabilization of the local property market. China is the third largest global
market by sales for Pernod Ricard (+5%), and Diageo (+5%) also has a strong position in China across its portfolio of imported and local premium
spirits.

October 2024

After strong gains this year our World Stars Global Equity fund consolidated in October, in line with the global equity market. The month was
characterised by an increase in geopolitical tensions in the Middle East, uncertainty over the US election and concerns over the efficacy of the
stimulus measures in China. The US dollar currency index rose by 3% and the yield on 10 years Treasuries increased by 50 bps to 4.3%. In our
portfolio, 21 of our investee companies have reported Q3 earnings with a broad picture of robust revenue growth, improving margins and a
reiteration of full year earnings guidance. Digital stocks accounted for five of the top ten performers. Strong revenue growth and margin expansion
was a feature of our digital platforms. Meta (-1%) reported 20% revenue growth and an increased EBIT margin of 43%. Amazon’s Q3 EBIT margin
rose from 8% to 11% boosted by AWS and international ecommerce. Alphabet’s (+3%) cloud revenues grew by an exceptional 35% with margins
of 17%. In each case these businesses are extracting significant gains from operating leverage, tight cost control and from investment in Al, which
is delivering increased appeal to users of the platform and to advertisers. Amphenol (+3%) led our industrial holdings with 15% organic growth in
revenues in Q3 and a 110bps rise in the EBIT margin to 22%. In the IT & Datacom division revenues rose 5.

November 2024

Financial markets in November were dominated by the US election and expectations of policy changes proposed by President-elect Donald Trump,
both specific to the US and with international ramifications. Our World Stars Global Equity fund rose strongly, led by technology stocks and
industrials. The new administration is expected to adopt a more accommodating stance over the regulatory framework for tech companies and to
support a significant increase in US infrastructure spending. From a topdown level, with 71% of our portfolio listed in the US and 41% of revenues
arising in the US, the World Stars has a broad exposure to faster economic growth and potential reductions in the tax burden. Walt Disney (+22%)
reported strong FY2024 results, with 32% EPS growth, and provided EPS guidance for the next three years. This includes a robust demand outlook
in the theme parks and cruise liners, and a 10% EBIT margin target in the DTC streaming business in FY2026. Confirmation of a substantial
turnaround in streaming, driven by price increases and subscriber growth, is a significant element of our investment thesis on the stock. Honeywell
(+14%) was boosted by the news that Elliott Management, a leading activist investor, had taken a US$5bn stake. Elliott’s presence is likely to
accelerate strategic change, which is already in process under the new CEO Vimal Kapur. He is focussing Honeywell on three growth mega-trends
in industrials: automation, the future of aviation and energy transition.

December 2024

Our World Stars Global Equity fund had a good year in 2024 with significant progress overall. In December, performance was led by our consumer
and digital companies, which accounted for five and four of the top ten stocks respectively. In macroeconomic terms the US Fed forecast a slower
decline in CPI during 2025. This lifted the 10 years Treasury yield to 4.6% (4.2%). However, US GDP growth is still forecast at 2% p.a. through
2025-26, and market expectations are for global GDP growth of ¢.3% p.a. over the same period. We reduced our exposure to Amazon, Meta, Nvidia
and Alphabet by about 450bps. All four have performed strongly. We still believe that they can deliver significant further growth and shareholder
value, including a differentiated exposure to the Al revolution, but we decided to reallocate some capital to other opportunities. We reinforced our
positions in Honeywell and Diageo. Honeywell should benefit from increased investment in US domestic manufacturing and energy under the
Trump administration. The business is also undergoing a strategic review under the new CEO Vimal Kapur, with a tighter focus on growth mega-
trends in industrials. Diageo’s forward P/E is about 20% below its ten years average at a time when underlying growth should improve. We have
added a new position in Intercontinental Exchange (ICE), a diversified financials business with a strong track record, EBIT margins of 59% and
over 50% of its revenues recurring.

January 2025

Our World Stars Global Equity performed strongly in a month marked by President Trump’s inauguration, speculation over US tariffs and the
potential launch of new Al products by the Chinese company DeepSeek. Performance was led by our healthcare stocks, accounting for five of the
top ten. There is a common theme in health care of stronger underlying growth and greater predictability with the final roll-off of Covid-related
revenues. The macroeconomic background has remained robust as we have expected. US GDP rose 2.3% in Q4 led by consumer spending. US
PCE core CPI is steady at 2.8%. With the potential of a boost to inflation from tariffs, the US Fed is not expected to cut rates for some time. In
Europe the ECB reduced rates by 25bps to 2.75%. Meta (+18%) was the top performer. Q4 revenues grew 21% with a sharp rise in the EBIT
margin to 48%. Advertising impressions increased 6% with a 14% average price increase. Meta is achieving high margin growth driven by
technological innovation and Al. Importantly, after the DeepSeek announcement, Meta confirmed its plan to invest c.US$65bn in expanding its Al
infrastructure. Nvidia (-11%) fell in response to the DeepSeek news. We believe that accessibility of cheaper Al will drive faster adoption and that
Nvidia will continue to hold a substantial share of the Al market as it moves to inference from training. Nvidia has a deep competitive moat based
on technological advantage, persistent NPD and the power of its GPU systems.

February 2025

Global markets were impacted by increased geopolitical and macroeconomic uncertainty in February. Our World Stars Global Equity fund gave up
ground after a strong January despite a robust Q4 results season for most of our companies. The macroeconomic picture was mixed with concerns
over the inflationary impact of US tariffs and a significant decline in US consumer confidence. The yield on 10-year Treasury bonds fell to 4.2% in
February with the market now anticipating two cuts by the US Fed in 2025. Nestlé (+12%) was the top performer. The message from the new
management team of increased urgency, significant cost savings to invest in innovation, higher marketing and stronger incentives should allow the
company to return to its long-term growth algorithm. Continued announcements of significant new investments in Al by global companies highlighted
the opportunities for many of the stocks we hold, with digital and industrial companies providing the equipment and eco-systems, and others using
Al to drive customer engagement and high margin revenues. The resilience of our fund’s performance provides evidence of the benefit of the
greater diversification and lower valuations of our stocks. It also validates our decision at the end of 2024 to reduce some of the more highly-valued
positions in technology companies.

March 2025

Whilst the Q4 2024 results reported by our companies were solid and supported our positive fundamental outlook for this year, March was dominated
by increased uncertainty around the impact of the Trump administration’s policies, led by tariffs and trade. Our World Stars Global Equity fund gave
up further ground after a strong start to the year and the significant gains of the last two years. The general uncertainty is having an impact on
corporates and on consumers. Despite robust labour markets in many countries, consumer confidence is down, inflation expectations are up and
the savings rate is increasing. The yield on US 10 years Treasuries has fallen to 4% from 4.6% during Q1, reflecting expectations of monetary
easing to limit the pressure on GDP growth. Our portfolio has benefitted from diversification, with a marked change in leadership. Four of the top
ten contributors in Q1 were in healthcare, led by EssilorLuxottica, three digital stocks and two industrials. Both Roche (+17%) and Nestlé (+19%)
have risen strongly this year. Roche has agreed a significant new JV with Zealand Pharma focused on anti-obesity and diabetes. Our new position
Intercontinental Exchange is up 16% YTD. Although the outlook is uncertain, we believe that our quality companies, with leading market positions
and global reach, will continue to deliver growth in cash flows and generate value. Many of them will emerge stronger from the current challenges
as they have done in previous bouts of volatility inventories.

April 2025

Our World Stars Global Equity fund showed considerable resilience in a volatile month. Almost half of our 30 stocks gained in value and only two
declined by more than 10%. The Q1 results season has so far pointed to confident outlook statements by companies over their ability to handle the
tariff-driven disruption in a macroeconomic picture of rising inflationary pressures, declining consumer confidence, perhaps leading to delays to
corporate decision-making and weaker manufacturing activity. Our companies typically have supply chains or manufacturing networks which are
aligned with their global sales, thereby strengthening their resilience in this fast-evolving environment. Sika is a good example, with its decentralized
business model with over 400 factories in 102 countries. Sika’s Q1 results confirmed its full year outlook and targets for 2028. Similarly, Abbott
maintained its full year guidance despite an estimated 3% impact on EBIT from tariffs. Amphenol (+17%) was the top performer after reporting an
exceptional 33% rise in Q1 revenues. It also has a global footprint with over 300 factories in 40 countries. Companies with substantial supply chains
in Asia, and particularly China, face greater challenges from tariffs. It is not yet clear how this will map out as negotiations continue. In our portfolio
Amazon is a good example, although we anticipate that its global scale, purchasing leverage and sophisticated fulfilment network will ease the
impact on its revenues and margins.

May 2025

Our World Stars Global Equity fund fully participated in a rally in equity markets in May. Performance was driven by our digital stocks, accounting
for five of the top ten performers, with four in industrials. The equity market was driven primarily by changes in tariff policies by the US government.
These encouraged a view that the point of ‘maximum tariff pain’ had passed and that there would be an easing of global tensions on trade. Significant
uncertainties remain but, despite that, recent data points such as strong consumer confidence in May are evidence of the underlying resilience of
the US economy. All 30 of our companies have reported their Q1 results. Following these results, consensus earnings estimates for CY2026 are
unchanged for seven companies, have declined for 12 and are higher for 11. On a weighted average basis, the change across the portfolio is
effectively zero, assisted by the weak USD, but benefiting also from the powerful competitive position and secular growth drivers of our companies.
Our two top performers both rose by 24% in USD. Walt Disney raised its full year EPS guidance by 8% following strong results. For Nvidia, powerful
demand for its high-spec chips and Al infrastructure is effectively offsetting the loss of substantial revenue on H20 chips to China during this year.
This growth is broad-based with rising demand from large corporates, sovereigns, now including HUMAIN in Saudi Arabia, and Al supercomputing
clusters in many countries.

June 2025

Our World Stars Global Equity fund rose strongly in June, to a new high in USD. Performance was driven by our digital and industrial stocks,
accounting for five and four of the top ten performers. The macro picture remains one of good overall progress. Capital investment by many large
corporates and sovereigns is rising. The swift reversal of the oil price back to below US$70 following recent geopolitical events is clearly positive.
Consumer confidence has softened, but other labour market metrics are more robust. US inflation and interest rates are both expected to be ‘higher
for longer’. Nvidia (+17%) was the top performer. News flow from across the value chain in the semiconductor industry continues to underline the
scale of investment and global demand, both current and planned. For example, adding to its strategic partnership with the Saudi Government on
HUMAIN, Nvidia is deeply involved in France’s National Strategy for Al, with over €109bn of planned investment. Other digital stocks which are
using Al as a significant driver of high-margin revenues also rose strongly, including Meta (+14%) and Amazon (+7%). Meta is starting to launch
new advertising features across its WhatsApp messaging app, which has c.3 billion users. Eaton (+11%) is a major supplier to new Al infrastructure.
With its Q1 results it noted that industry orders for new data centres in the US now equate to a nine years backlog at current construction rates.

MONTHLY PORTFOLIO COMMENTARIES

July 2024

The fund was up 1.7% for the month and 7.3% year to date. The “soft landing” narrative gained momentum as US economic data pointed towards
a moderation in growth and inflation. This increased expectations the Fed will cut interest rates later this year. Performance was driven by the
decline in US Treasury yields and idiosyncratic credit news. WOM (Chile; Communication) and its creditors agreed on a reorganization process to
maximise value of the company. This includes a potential asset sale with expressions of interest being received from both strategic and financial
institutions. Trans-Oil’s (Moldova; Agri-commodities) operational update highlighted strong volume growth driven by a rebound in crop yields in
Central and Eastern Europe. The company also continued to proactively manage its balance sheet, renewing and upsizing their PreExport Facility.
Finally, our Turkish corporates Koc Holding (Diversified), Turkcell (Communication), Sisecam (Industrial) had their credit ratings upgraded. The
action followed the recent upgrade of Turkey’s government bond rating by Moody’s, which was the first in over a decade. This was based on a shift
in direction of Turkey’s macroeconomic stabilization policies. The US elections are in focus with implications for economic growth, inflation, and
Fed interest rate policy. This will drive the trajectory of the US Treasury yield curve and could provide bouts of volatility. Importantly, underlying
credit fundamentals are robust and the default outlook in check.

August 2024

The fund was up 1% for the month and 8.3% year-to-date. It was a volatile start to the month for global risk assets triggered by a combination of
macro factors. This included weak U.S. jobs data and an unwinding of the Japanese yen carry trade. US Treasury yields tightened sharply. Risk
sentiment later improved, and assets prices recovered on signs the economy remains resilient. After initially widening, emerging market credit
spreads ended the month at similar levels to the previous month-end. There was positive underlying corporate news. Liquid Telecom (South Africa;
Communication) announced their planned equity raise was expected to complete soon. The U.S. DFC will be a cornerstone investor, highlighting
the importance of the sector on the continent. This will support ongoing debt refinancing and existing lenders provided additional convenant
headroom. IHS Towers (Nigeria, Industrial) renewed and extended their tower contract with its largest customer MTN, providing better revenue
visibility. Management also talked of asset sales of up to $1bn which could be used for debt repayment. During the month we reduced the fund’s
duration. We also took profit in a Ukrainian corporate and switched from the unsecured to secured part of the capital structure in an Argentine
corporate. The extent of the economic slowdown and Fed policy are firmly in focus, as Jerome Powell signalled interest rate cuts are imminent.
This is likely to provide further bouts of volatility.

September 2024

The fund was up 1.4% for the month and 9.8% year-to-date. Risk sentiment was strong, supported by robust US economic data and the Fed
beginning its easing cycle, cutting interest rates by 50 basis points. The US treasury yield curve steepened whilst emerging market credit spreads
tightened marginally There was positive underlying corporate news. Wom (Chile; Communication) attracted interest from both strategic and financial
parties. This includes Telefonica and America Movil signing a nonbinding agreement to jointly participate in the asset sales process, stating it would
bring greater stability to Chile’s telecom sector. Our Ukrainian companies benefitted from the Central Bank’s latest round of easing measures
around capital controls. MHP (agroindustrial) also reported strong 1H results with EBITDA growth of 21% y-o0-y. Poultry production facilities continue
to operate at close to full capacity and their agricultural operations saw significant increase in corn sales on the export market. Finally, during the
month we added a new company to the fund. Arcos Dorados is the world’s largest McDonald’s franchisee, with the exclusive right to own and
operate restaurants in 20 countries across Latin America and the Caribbean. The extent of the economic slowdown and Fed policy will remain in
focus. The pace of interest cuts will be data dependent, and this is likely to provide bouts of volatility. Importantly, underlying credit fundamentals
remain robust and default rates in check.

October 2024

The fund was up 0.5% for the month and 10.4% year-to-date. Performance was resilient in a month where broader risk assets were volatile. This
was due to uncertainty ahead of the US presidential election and mixed economic data. The combination led to US Treasury yields widening
significantly. This move was only partly absorbed by emerging market credit spreads. Trans-Oil (Moldova; agri-commodity) saw a strong rebound
in crop yields and better demand across regions. The company proactively managed its debt maturity profile which included a tender-offer to buy
back its 2026 US Dollar bond at par. Liquid Technologies (South Africa; communication) reported improving results driven by increased demand
for its infrastructure solutions. They also finalised an equity raise with the US International Development Finance Corp as a cornerstone investor.
This highlighted the sector’s importance and structural tailwinds on the continent. Finally, Kernel (Ukraine: agri-commodity) repaid in full and on
time its 2024 US Dollar bond. This underscored the company’s commitment to bondholders and led to a rally in their longer dated bonds. Focus is
now on the US president-elect and the impact expansionary fiscal policy will have on the economy. The pace of Fed interest rate cuts will be data
dependent and is likely to provide bouts of volatility.

November 2024

The fund was up 0.7% for the month and 11.1% year-to-date, both in US dollar terms. The US presidential election and the Fed cutting interest
rates were the main event. Anticipated policies were reflected in higher US Treasury yields and stronger US Dollar, while emerging market credit
spreads were relatively unchanged. Our Ukrainian corporates were amongst the top performing bonds. Mr Trump’s victory raised expectations of
a resolution to the ongoing conflict in the country. MHP (agro-industrial) also released solid 3Q results and raised full year EBITDA guidance which
will improve the company’s free cashflow profile and liquidity. Unigel (Brazil; Materials) made progress on its capital reorganisation. The plan
received court approval and set to complete in the coming months. The company’s focus can then return to operations and is set to benefit from
the recovery in petrochemicals spreads. Finally, UPL (India; Materials) announced fundraising initiatives to improve liquidity and shore up its balance
sheet. These included a stake sale in its global seeds platform and a rights issue, with proceeds earmarked for deleveraging. Focus is now on the
US president-elect and the impact expansionary fiscal policy will have on the economy. The Fed indicated its continued bias towards easing
monetary policy but possibly at a slower pace than previously guided. Risk of spread widening related to uncertainty on trade/foreign policy are
offset by overall attractive carry and all-in yields. Importantly, underlying credit fundamentals remain robust and default rates in check.

December 2024

The fund was down 0.8% for the month but still up 10.3% for the year. Relative returns for the year were strong, outperforming the asset class as
well as developed market high yield and investment grade. Global risk sentiment moderated during December as the Fed signalled a slower pace
to interest rates cuts given the strength of the economy and a cautious stance on inflation. This led to the 10-year US Treasury yield climbing 40bps
to 4.6%, while emerging market credit spreads were relatively unchanged. There was positive underlying news. Seplat (Nigeria; Energy) completed
the purchase of ExxonMobil’s shallow-water assets in Nigeria. This is a transformative acquisition, more than doubling production and reserves
while reducing security risks given the offshore location of the assets.We added a new company to the fund. Cable & Wireless is a leading
communications company in Latin America. The company has good geographic diversification, strong and growing market share, dollarized
revenues and comfortable debt maturity profile. Importantly, its fibre optic cable network provides significant asset value and downside protection.
Focus is now on Donald Trump and the impact his policy will have on the economy. Plans are likely to be supportive of growth but may also be
inflationary. This could support interest rates remaining elevated for longer.

January 2025

The fund was up 0.9% for the month in US dollar terms. Risk sentiment improved on resilient US economic data and moderating inflation. The start
of President Trump’s term proved relatively benign for emerging market credit spreads. Concern of universal tariffs were lifted by a more gradual
approach by the new administration. There was positive underlying news. Liquid Telecom (South Africa; communication) made headway on bond
refinancing initiatives. This included execution of a new ZAR term loan, progress on an additional equity tranche from a new set of investors, and
non-binding offers received on asset sales. Tullow Oil (Ghana; energy) had a successful tax arbitration outcome. Management later stated they will
repay the March 2025 bond at maturity and plan to refinance the rest of the capital structure before year end. Total Play (Mexico, communication)
undertook a successful liability management exercise. The transaction extended the debt maturity profile and improved liquidity, which supports
the company’s growth trajectory. Finally, Arcos Dorados (Brazil, consumer) was upgraded to Investment Grade by S&P. They cited declining
leverage, good liquidity, strong operating performance and recent 20-year extension to their exclusive McDonald’s master franchise agreement.
Focus remains on President Trump and trade policy developments. Greater tariff implementation would be inflationary and likely keep interest rates
elevated for longer.

February 2025

The fund was up 1% for the month and 1.9% for the year. Broader risk sentiment weakened on President Trump’s push on tariffs and the potential
implications for economic activity. This resulted in a sharp decline in US Treasury yields which drove positive returns for emerging market credit.
Earnings season highlighted the strength of our corporates from a broad range of countries and sectors. Goldfields (South Africa; materials)
benefitted from strong gold prices and improving production profile with the opening of a new mine in Latin America. Turkcell (Turkey;
communication) had their highest net subscriber additions in the last 15 years, whilst net leverage declined to a low of 0.1x. UPL (India; materials)
saw topline growth driven by a recovery in the global crop protection market with strong demand from all regions. During the month, Helios Towers
(Tanzania; industrial) had its credit rating upgraded to BB- by S&P. This was driven by an improvement in country risk and expectations of the
company’s adherence to its financial policy of deleveraging. S&P also upgraded Unigel (Brazil; materials) on completion of its capital restructuring.
Focus remains on economic growth, President Trump and trade policy developments. Risk of credit spread widening on tariff uncertainty are offset
by overall attractive carry and all-in yields. The direct impact of tariffs on the fund are limited. The fund holds no Chinese companies and the
Mexican companies are mainly domestically orientated or have assets in the US which mitigates export tariff risks

March 2025

The fund was down -0.2% for the month but up +1.7% for the year. The fund’s resilience was notable in an environment where broader risk assets
were volatile. Global sentiment deteriorated on heightened uncertainty around trade tariffs and the potential implications for economic growth. US
Treasury yields continued their downward trend and emerging market credit spreads widened marginally. Earnings season continued with the
strength of our corporates from a broad range of countries and sectors evident. Highlights included DP World (UAE, consumer non-cyclical) which
reported record revenues and EBITDA driven by strong operational momentum. IHS (Nigeria, communications) reported solid underlying trends in
tower growth and tenancy ratios across all regions. Our blue-chip Turkish corporates held up well, outperforming other Turkish assets which were
affected by political unrest following the arrest of President Erdogan’s main opposition leader. This is due to the underlying quality of the companies
and the very short duration of bonds held (c.50% under 1 year), limiting any price moves. Focus will remain on President Trump, trade policy and
economic growth. The direct impact of tariffs on the fund is likely modest. Notably, the fund holds no Chinese companies and the Mexican companies
are mainly domestically orientated or have assets in the US which mitigates export tariff risks. Risks of credit spread widening significantly should
be offset by overall attractive carry. The fund’s short spread duration helps provide downside protection.

April 2025

he fund was down -0.8% for the month but still up 1% year-to-date. The fund’s resilience was notable in a month where global risk assets were
volatile. The tariffs imposed on US President Trump’s ‘Liberation Day’ were followed by escalations, exemptions, and reversals. This resulted in
elevated levels of uncertainty. By month-end US Treasury yields were largely unchanged while emerging market credit spreads closed marginally
wider overall. The spread widening was most evident in lower rated issuers and the energy sector, given the decline in oil prices. The full extent of
the trade policy measures to be introduced are still not clear. The direct impact on the fund is limited, however. Most companies have relatively
small or no exports to the US. From a regional perspective, the fund has limited allocation to more heavily tariffed Asian markets. Significantly, zero
exposure to Chinese companies. Indirectly, companies may be impacted by slower growth, currency volatility and higher interest rates. Importantly,
underlying credit fundamentals are starting in good shape. Companies have strong balance sheets and solid debt service capacity. Volatility is
likely to remain elevated. This will present some compelling opportunities where valuations deviate from strong underlying credit fundamentals. The
fund is sitting on significant cash balance. This will be used to take advantage of the environment, investing in high quality but mispriced businesses.
We will also look to switch from short duration bonds which do not experience significant price moves to longer duration bonds, which will have
moved more. This will enhance the riskreward profile for the medium term.

May 2025

The fund was up 1.0% for the month and up 1.9% year-to-date, both in US dollar terms. Risk assets rebounded on the back of a US-China trade
truce and EU tariffs put on hold. At the same time, US treasury yields widened on concerns over the US fiscal deficit. The combination led to
emerging market credit spreads tightening marginally over the month. Earnings season continued to highlight the strength of underlying corporates.
Total Play (Mexico; communication) saw good subscriber growth as it focused on increasing penetration rates from its existing network. This
translated to better free cash flow and liquidity. Corporates in the commaodity sector exercised discipline on capital allocation. YPF (Argentina;
energy) reported 50% increase in EBITDA, supported by cost savings from divestment of non-core assets. Sibanye Stillwater (South Africa; mining)
also reported 90% improvement in EBITDA helped by corporate restructuring efforts and the surge in gold prices. Lastly, Tullow oil (Ghana; energy)
agreed the sale of assets in Gabon with proceeds used to reduce net debt and refinancing risk. US policy will continue driving risk sentiment.
Frequent changes in policy have led to a period of high uncertainty which is likely to keep volatility elevated. We have and will continue to take
advantage of this, adding to compelling opportunities where valuations deviate from strong underlying credit fundamentals. Focus is on relatively
short duration bonds with good income yield which provide visibility on returns and downside protection.

June 2025

The fund was up 0.8% for the month and up 2.8% year-to-date, both in US dollar terms. Risk sentiment remained firm as softer US labour data and
dovish comments from the Fed helped lower Treasury yields. Deescalation of tensions in the Middle East also brought oil prices down which
supported a reduction in inflationary and fiscal risks. Contributors to performance were broad based, with longer duration bonds doing particularly
well. There was also positive underlying news. Seplat’s (energy) credit rating was upgraded on the back of an improvement to Nigeria’s sovereign
rating and subsequent adjustment to the sovereign rating “ceiling”. WOM (communication) earnings highlighted a financial transformation —
strengthening the balance sheet and optimizing leverage. The company also delivered its third consecutive quarter of subscriber net adds,
solidifying it #2 market position in Chile. The main detractor was Braskem (basic materials). News of a Brazilian investor acquiring a stake in the
business brought increased uncertainty and triggered a bond selloff. Looking ahead, credit fundamentals should remain robust, and default rates
kept in check. Technicals are also supportive as interest in emerging markets increases as investor look to diversify portfolios. Macro developments
present the biggest risk. Attention is on the prospects for economic growth under the weight of continued tariff uncertainty. This will influence the
speed and magnitude of future interest rate cuts by the Fed. Volatility is likely to remain elevated and our focus continues to be on short duration
bonds with good income yield.

MONTHLY PORTFOLIO COMMENTARIES SINCE LAUNCH OF FUND

October 2024

The US Stars Equity fund was flat (0%) on the month for October, outperforming the broader US market that declined -0.8%. The month was
characterised by some market volatility heading into the US Presidential Election, as well as earnings reports from a lot of corporates for the third
quarter. Best performer in the portfolio was Booking Holdings (+11%), as it reported another quarter of improved travel demand, with strong growth
in room nights as well as progress with their ‘Connected Trip’ offering. The company is a best-in-class operator and continues to lead the online
travel sector with its strong execution. Nvidia (+9%) continued its strong run with positive outlook towards the new Blackwell product suite that is
experiencing high demand and ramping into 2025. We also saw many other technology companies report strength in their businesses catalysed
by Artificial Intelligence and Nvidia is the key enabler of the Atrtificial Intelligence revolution. On the negative side, Idexx Labs (-20%) declined after
it reported a slowing of vet visits and Estée Lauder (-31%) continued to decline after it pulled its full year guidance and offered a soft next quarter
guidance with continued uncertainty around the Chinese consumer demand.

November 2024

The US Stars portfolio had a strong November, up almost 7% and it was ahead of the market. The main news during the month was the US
Presidential election, with President Trump’s victory bringing some repositioning between sectors. However, this did not really affect the outlook for
the US Stars and the approach taken. Walt Disney (+22%) performed very well during the month after it reported a very solid set of earnings. It
reported increased profitability within its streaming division, as well as offering detailed guidance that was better than anticipated. This gave the
market comfort and visibility in their long-term plans for the business. We continue to think that Walt Disney has a substantial opportunity to further
monetize its strong intellectual property across both streaming and parks. Block (+22%) also had a strong month after a solid earnings report and
expectations that it could be a beneficiary of some de-regulation and cryptocurrency speculation after the US election.

December 2024

Our US Stars portfolio had a strong year up 24% in 2024. The fund fell but by less than the market in December, as the market was digesting the
initial post-election President Trump victory trades as well as the Fed Reserve announcing an interest rate cut of -25bps but with an outlook that
was perceived to be more hawkish towards 2025 and future rate cuts. In December, the best performer was Alphabet (+12%). The company
announced new Quantum Computing products as well as expanding Waymo, its self-driving cars business, into more cities across America. This
innovation outside of the core search advertising and Al, helped reinforce the technological leadership sentiment at Alphabet. Other strong
performers included Amazon (+6%) with expectations that it had another strong holiday shopping season. Adobe (-14%) was one of the negative
performers, as it offered a more conservative outlook for 2025 after its quarterly results and this was taken negatively by the market. There was
some portfolio activity during the month as we reduced exposure to some of the technology companies that have had strong performance over the
last couple of years and reinforced some of the laggards in the portfolio that we believe are well positioned to perform in 2025.

January 2025

The US Stars Equity fund had a strong start to the year, rising +4% and ahead of the MSCI USA index benchmark which rose +3%. January was
marked by President Trump’s inauguration and the potential trade tariffs that could be introduced. There was also some Artificial Intelligence
developments which caused some consternation in the stock market and caused Nvidia to fall -11% in the month. We believe that the concerns
are unfounded and that Nvidia will retain its leading position. It will increase demand for compute and broaden access to Al, rather than causing
demand to fall. However, we had reduced the Nvidia exposure at the end of last year, as there was the possibility of increased volatility in the share
price, and this action reduced the negative effect of the share price decline. On the positive side, Meta rose +18% as it continues to report strong
engagement and user trends. It is also one of the first large corporate to incorporate Al into its business, and we continue to see the benefits of this
adoption. Other positive performers in January included Estée Lauder +11% and Dexcom +12%. These were two of the laggards from last year,
and they have started with more optimism about their prospects for the year ahead.

February 2025

Both the US market and the US Stars Equity portfolio declined in February, driven by trade tensions and economic slowdown concerns. Investor
anxiety increased following President Trump’s proposed tariffs on major trading partners, while weaker manufacturing surveys signalled potential
economic softness. This led to a broader shift from growth stocks to defensive companies. Given the US Stars Equity portfolio’s focus on growth,
it was disproportionately affected by these market movements. Amongst the best performers, Eli Lilly (+14%) surged after delivering a strong
outlook for its leading GLP-1 franchise. Intercontinental Exchange (+8%) had a solid month, benefiting from resilient exchange volumes and a
promising outlook for its US mortgage business. With the detractors, Block (-28%) provided a weaker-than-expected Q1 2025 outlook, citing foreign
exchange headwinds and the impact of last year’s leap year. While the company maintained its full-year guidance, investors remain cautious as
they await early performance from new product launches. Alphabet (-15%) declined after issuing a higher-than-expected capital expenditure
forecast for the year ahead. At the end of the month, slight portfolio adjustments were made, taking advantage of recent volatility by selectively
adding to stocks that had pulled back.

March 2025

March saw another sharp decline in the US market, with the broader market down 5.9% and the US Stars fund declining by 8.3%. Market uncertainty
was heightened by proposed tariffs from President Trump, which affected multiple sectors. Among the top performers, Intercontinental Exchange
continued to benefit from increased oil and energy trading. In the technology sector, major companies including Nvidia, Meta, and Adobe faced
declines as the market retreated. During the month, we initiated a new position in Intuitive Surgical, which is currently rolling out its new Da Vinci 5
system—a key growth driver for the company this year and beyond. With the recent share price decline driven by broader market weakness, we
saw this as an opportune time to invest in a high-quality industry leader. While we anticipate continued market volatility, we believe the portfolio
remains well-positioned to capitalise on long-term secular growth opportunities.

April 2025

The US Stars Equity Fund rose +1.7% in April, outperforming the broader market, which declined by -0.5%. April was a volatile month for markets,
despite the relatively modest overall decline. This headline figure masks the dramatic fluctuations, including the third-worst single-day drop for the
US market since 1950, triggered by President Trump’s announcement of “Liberation Day” tariffs. Surprisingly, markets rebounded strongly after a
pause in the tariff implementation was announced. We continue to expect volatility, as markets remain highly sensitive to shifting news flow. Our
portfolio performed well as earnings season began. Amphenol rose +17% in April, continuing its strong momentum as the IT and Datacom division
benefitted from robust demand for Al-related applications. Cadence Design Systems also gained +17%, following another solid earnings report that
reinforced the mission-critical nature of its software to the semiconductor industry. Its high recurring revenue base supports resilient, reliable growth
across varying economic conditions. During the month, we initiated a new position in Lam Research, a leading supplier of semiconductor capital
equipment with a focus on etch and deposition processes. In our view, current valuations are overly discounting macroeconomic and trade-related
concerns. We believe Lam Research has strong long-term growth potential, driven by increasing semiconductor content across a broad range of
devices.

May 2025

The US Stars portfolio rose +9.2% in May, significantly outperforming the MSCI USA Index, which advanced +6.4%. The US market rallied strongly
over the month, supported by a more conciliatory tone on trade policy, resilient economic indicators, and a series of encouraging corporate earnings
reports. Amongst the US Stars top contributors, Walt Disney +24% surged after the company announced plans to open a new theme park in Abu
Dhabi, marking an expansion into a high-growth tourist destination. Walt Disney also reported resilient performance at its existing parks, defying
concerns about a potential slowdown in consumer spending, and delivered growth in streaming subscribers. Nvidia +24% recovered strongly, driven
by sustained demand from hyperscalers and the announcement of sovereign Al initiatives, including a new partnership in Saudi Arabia. Despite
the loss of export licenses to China, Nvidia posted another strong quarterly earnings report, reinforcing confidence in its long-term growth trajectory.
The main detractor was Eli Lilly —18% as the stock declined following the announcement of a presidential Executive Order introducing a “Most
Favoured Nation” pricing policy aimed at reducing US drug prices. Investor sentiment was further impacted by news that competitor Novo Nordisk
had entered a partnership with CVS Caremark, potentially threatening Eli Lilly’s market share in obesity treatments. Despite this, we remain
confident in the company’s bestin-class offering and believe that growing demand and expanded market access will outweigh pricing pressures
over time.

June 2025

The US Stars portfolio rose 5.9% in June, outperforming the broader market's 5.1% gain by 0.8%. This brings the portfolio’s yearto-date
outperformance to 2.4% ahead of the market. Markets climbed during the month as trade tensions eased, following the Liberation Day tariffs
announced in April. Additionally, growing expectations of a potential Federal Reserve interest rate cut later in the year supported broader market
optimism. Within the portfolio, some of the strongest performers included Nvidia (+17%), which extended its gains after a strong earnings report in
late May. Despite ongoing headwinds from its China business, the market recognised the underlying strength across the rest of the business. It
also announced a swathe of new Al-related government projects in Europe, helping to diversify demand beyond its core base. Lam Research
(+21%), a recent addition to the portfolio, benefited from renewed optimism in the semiconductor equipment sector. Estée Lauder (+21%)
rebounded strongly following the passing of Leonard Lauder, which has sparked expectations of a potential strategic shift at the company. We also
initiated a new position in Gartner, a leading research and advisory business. The firm has a resilient franchise, though it's currently experiencing
a temporary soft patch, as macro uncertainty and DOGE related government cost-cutting has led to some nonrenewals of business. We view this
as short-term weakness and believe Gartner is a compelling long-term opportunity.

2 - Principal accounting policies

2.1 - Presentation of the financial statements

The financial statements are prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles and laws and regulations in force in the Grand
Duchy of Luxembourg applicable to undertakings for collective investment in transferable securities and are expressed in euro (EUR).

The figures presented in the financial statements tables may in some cases show non-significant differences due to the use of rounding. These
differences do not affect in any way the fair view of the financial statements of the SICAV.

The principal accounting policies applied in the preparation of these financial statements are set out below:

2.2 - Portfolio valuation

Transferable securities or money market instruments quoted or traded on an official stock exchange or any other regulated market, are valued on
the basis of the last known price, and, if the securities or money market instruments are listed on several stock exchanges or regulated markets,
the last known price of the stock exchange which is the principal market for the security or money market instrument in question, unless these
prices are not representative.

For transferable securities or money market instruments not quoted or traded on an official stock exchange or any other regulated market, and for
quoted transferable securities or money market instruments, but for which the last known price is not representative, valuation is based on the
probable sales price estimated prudently and in good faith by the Board.

Units and shares issued by UCITS or other UCIs will be valued at their last available net asset value.
All other securities and other permissible assets as well as any of the above mentioned assets for which the valuation in accordance with the above

sub-paragraphs would not be possible or practicable, or would not be representative of their probable realisation value, will be valued at probable
realisation value, as determined with care and in good faith pursuant to procedures established by the Board of Directors.
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2 - Principal accounting policies

2.3 - Net realised profits or losses on sales of investments

Realised profits / losses on investment securities and derivatives are determined on the basis of average cost.

2.4 - Liquidities

Cash or interest declared or accrued but not yet received shall be valued at the full nominal amount thereof unless provision is considered
appropriate on the basis that it is unlikely to be paid or received in full.

2.5 - Foreign currency translation

The market value of investments, other assets, and liabilities expressed in currencies other than the reporting currency of the related Sub-Fund,
have been converted at the rates of exchange prevailing at the date of these financial statements.

Transactions occurring during the year in currencies other than the reporting currency of the related Sub-Fund have been converted at the rates of
exchange prevailing at the date of the transaction. Exchange profits and losses resulting from the sale of investments and other foreign currency
exchange differences relating to monetary items, including cash, are included in the Statement of operations and changes in net assets in the
account “Net realised profit / (loss) on foreign exchange”.

2.6 - Combined financial statements

The accounts of the Sub-Funds are kept in the reference currency of the Sub-Fund. The combined financial statements represent the sum of the
financial statements of each Sub-Fund after conversion. The combined financial statements are presented in EUR, using the exchange rate in
effect as at reporting date. The difference between the opening net assets stated at the rate of exchange used for conversion into EUR as of June
30, 2024 and June 30, 2025 is shown as “Revaluation of opening combined NAV” in the Combined statement of operations and changes in net
assets.

2.7 - Valuation of options contracts

Options traded on a regulated market are valued at the market price on the valuation date. Net unrealised appreciation / depreciation on options
contracts is included in the Statement of net assets.

As at reporting date, there is no outstanding options contracts.

2.8 - Valuation of forward foreign exchange contracts

Forward foreign exchange contracts remaining open at the valuation date are valued by reference to the forward foreign exchange rate
corresponding to the remaining life of the contract. Net unrealised appreciation / depreciation on forward foreign exchange contracts is included in
the Statement of net assets.

2.9 - Valuation of futures contracts

The net unrealised appreciation / depreciation on CFDs is valued on the basis of the value of the underlying equities. Net unrealised appreciation /
depreciation on CFDs is included in the Statement of net assets.

For details of outstanding positions on CFDs, if any, please refer to the section “Notes to the financial statements - Schedule of derivative
instruments”.
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2.11 - Valuation of swaps
Valuation of Credit Default Swaps ("CDS")

Credit default swaps are valued according to the mark-to-market method using an internal model using the actualisation of the interest rate curve.
Net unrealised appreciation / depreciation on swaps contracts is disclosed in the Statement of net assets.

For details of outstanding positions on credit default swaps, if any, please refer to the section “Notes to the financial statements - Schedule of
derivative instruments”.

2.12 - Dividend and interest income

Income is recorded net of withholding tax, if any. Interest income is accrued on a daily basis. Dividends are deducted from the NAV on the ex-date.

2.13 - Formation expenses

The initial Sub-Fund bore the formation and launch expenses (including but not limited to legal fees) related to the set-up of the SICAV and the
launching of the initial Sub-Fund.

Expenses incurred in connection with the creation and launch of any additional Sub-Fund are borne by the relevant Sub-Fund and are written off
over a period not exceeding five years. The formation expenses which have yet to be amortised are shown in the Statement of net assets of the
below Sub-Funds under the item "Formation expenses, net":

- ALPHA UCITS SICAV - J. Stern & Co. Emerging Market Debt Stars Fund;

- ALPHA UCITS SICAV - J. Stern & Co. US Stars Equity Fund.

2.14 - Allocation of expenses

Expenses are accounted for on an accrual basis and are charged to the Statement of operations and changes in net assets.

3 - Service fee
The SICAV Initiator and Operator, Alpha UCITS Limited, receives a service fee for its services in relation to the structuring, launch and running of

the Sub-Funds. The service fee is paid out of the assets of the relevant Sub-Fund. The fee is up to 0.12% per annum of the Net Asset Value of the
Sub-Fund, and is subject to a minimum of up to EUR 7,500 per month for each Sub-Fund.

4 - Management Company fees

In consideration for all services provided by the Management Company, the Management Company is entitled to receive an annual
Management Company Fee, payable quarterly and calculated as a percentage of the Net Asset Value.

This Management Company amounts to maximum 0.08% p.a. for any Sub-Fund of the SICAV.
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The Investment Manager is entitled to receive an Investment Management Fee, payable monthly at the following annual rates:

In case such cap applies, the
expenses incurred in excess of this expense cap will be reimbursed to the concerned Sub-Fund, and amount is recorded under the caption
"Expense reimbursement" in the Statement of operations and changes in net assets.

7 - Performance fees
Calculation Period

The Calculation Period for the Performance Fees (if any) of all Sub-Funds is the calendar year.
In case of a Share Class Launch during the calendar year, the initial Calculation Period in respect of such Share Class will commence on the
Launch Date of the Class and end on the last Business Day of the calendar year in which such Launch Date occurs.

8 - Depositary fees

CACEIS Bank, Luxembourg Branch has been appointed by the Management Company, with the approval of the SICAV, as the central depositary,
administration and registrar and transfer agent of the SICAV.

For the supervision, monitoring and safekeeping of the assets, CACEIS Bank, Luxembourg Branch is entitled to receive, out of the assets of each

Sub-Fund, annual fees of up to 0.03% p.a. of net assets, with minimum annual fees of up to EUR 30,000 p.a. per Sub-Fund. These fees are payable
monthly in arrears and calculated on the monthly average net assets of the Sub-Funds.

9 - Administration fees

CACEIS Bank, Luxembourg Branch is entitled to receive, out of the assets of each Class within each Sub-Fund, fees for Fund Administration, as
well as fees as Registrar and Transfer Agent.

For the calculation of the Net Asset Value of the Sub-Funds, CACEIS Bank, Luxembourg Branch is entitled to receive, out of the assets of the Sub-
Funds, annual fees of up to 0.05% p.a. of net assets, with minimum annual fees of up to EUR 30,000 p.a. per Sub-Fund. These fees are payable
monthly in arrears and calculated on the monthly average net assets of the Sub-Funds.

For the registrar and transfer agency fee, CACEIS Bank, Luxembourg Branch is entitled to receive a minimum of EUR 1,000 and EUR 1,850 per
month respectively for each Sub-Fund.

10 - Risk management fees
The Board of Directors has delegated the risk management of the Sub-Funds of the SICAV to the Management Company providing risk

management services and in particular, carrying out the daily portfolio processing and risk reporting (including VaR and back testing) and providing
daily UCITS compliance reporting (based on daily VaR calculation) in relation to the Sub-Funds portfolio.

11 - Directors fees

Mr. Eduard van Wijk and Mr. Riccardo del Tufo, both independent directors of the SICAV, are entitled to receive each EUR 20,000 per annum for
their services.

Mr. Stephane Diederich, Director and Chairman of the Board of Directors of Alpha UCITS SICAV, is also Director and CEO of Alpha UCITS Limited,
which is the initiator and operator of Alpha UCITS SICAV. Alpha UCITS Limited receives fees for its services to Alpha UCITS SICAV which are
disclosed in the Prospectus and in the Annual Report as service fees.

Mr. Stephane Diederich has held shares in certain Sub-Funds of the SICAV during the year. No other Director holds any shares in the SICAV.

12 - Transaction fees

The transaction fees are composed of broker commission fees, transaction taxes, stamp duties or directly identifiable depositary execution costs
relating to the purchase or sale of transferable securities, derivatives or other eligible assets.
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13 - Subscription tax ("Taxe d'abonnement")

The SICAV is liable in Luxembourg to a tax (taxe d’abonnement), such tax being payable quarterly and calculated on the Net Asset Value of the
SICAV at the end of the relevant calendar quarter. The taxe d'abonnement is levied at a rate of 0.01% per annum on Classes reserved to Institutional
Investors and at 0.05% per annum for the other share classes.

No such tax is payable in respect of the portion of the assets of the SICAV invested in other Luxembourg collective investment undertakings which
are subject to this tax. Under current law and practice, the SICAV is not liable to Luxembourg taxes on income or capital gains, nor are dividends

paid by the SICAV liable to any Luxembourg withholding tax.

Alpha UCITS SICAV is registered for VAT in Luxembourg under number LU32320142.

14 - Audit fees
